Directive 2011/65/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council of 8 June 2011 is intended to restrict 
the use of certain hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment (“RoHS” – Restriction of the 
use of certain Hazardous Substances). The directive is a piece of European legislation. It is currently being 
transposed into German law through the Electrical and Electronic Equipment Substances Regulation.
